Warm-up/ Circle Time (15 Minutes)
Q: “What day is it today?”
A: “It is Monday/ Tuesday/ Wednesday/ Thursday/ Friday/ Saturday/ Sunday.”

Game: Days of the Week Hopscotch |

1. Create hopscotch square on the floor using masking tape.

2. Write the days of the week on colored paper and tape in each square of the hopscotch
grid.

3. Let each child take turns jumping through the hopscotch grid.
As they land on each day of the week, they need to say it out loud.

Introduction of the chant (15 Minutes)
1. Review the new vocabulary words with the children before introducing the chant.

2. Draw the pictures on the board or show flashcards, toys or puppets of the new
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vocabulary words.

3. Take out the Student book, show and read the chant out loud to the children.
Say the chant with action.

5. Ask children to follow you and say the chant together with action.

¢ Acting out the chant helps the children understand what the chant means.

Activity Time (15 Minutes)
Game: The Bomb Game |

Review the chant with the students.

Make sure the students are familiar with the chant.

Write the chant on the board and pick a word to be the bomb.

Tell the children that they need to clap their hands whenever they see that word.
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Play a few times and pick different words to be the bomb.

Use finger to point to the word when reading the chant on the board. This helps

the children recognize the vocabulary words and enhance their reading skill.
