Warm-up/ Circle Time (15 Minutes)
Q: “What’s your favorite season?”

1. Review the different seasons with your class and the sentence pattern.
2. Give each child a piece of paper and some crayons.
3. Ask them to draw a picture of their favorite season and then share it with the class.

Introduction of the chant (15 Minutes)
1. Review the new vocabulary words with the children before introducing the chant.
2. Draw the pictures on the board or show flashcards, toys or puppets of the new
vocabulary words.
3. Take out the Student book, show and read the chant to the children.
Say the chant with action.
Ask children to follow you and say the chant together with action.

v¢ Acting out the chant helps the children understand what the chant means.

Activity Time (15 Minutes)
Game: Can you sound like....?

1. Present pictures of different characters to the students. (e.g. grandpa, grandma, daddy,
mommy, baby...etc.)

2. Tell the students that they need to try to say the chant using the voice of the character
they pick.

3. Play a few rounds so the each child has a chance to act like different characters.

students!

1. Open Student's book to Unit 6 Part 3 and ask the children to listen to the CD.

2. Chant aloud and use their fingers to follow the words on the page.
