Warm-up/ Circle Time (15 Minutes)

Greet the students.

Review the conversation phrases:

Q: Is this yours? / Are these yours?

A: Yes, it is (mine)/they are (mine). / No, it’s not (mine)/they are not (mine).

|Game: Who is the Owner \

Prepare some items and also write each of the items down on scrap paper and put
them in a bag.

Have the students sit in a circle.

Ask 1 volunteer to take 1 item and the bag with scrap paper pieces and go around the
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circle, pick 1 student to draw 1 piece of scrap paper then ask him/her the question: “Is

this yours? / Are these yours?”

4. If the scrap paper matches with the item, the student will answer: “Yes, it is

(mine)/they are (mine).”

5. However, if it does not match, then the student will answer: “No, it’s not (mine)/they

are not (mine).” and the student who is holding the item will go to another student and

repeat the steps until the owner is found.

6. Once the OWNER is found, he/she will be the next one to pick 1 item and take the bag

to go and find the owner of the item.
@ Give encouragements for participation.

Review the Songs (20Minutes)
1. Review the lyrics of the songs of Unit 1~6 with the students.

2. Ask the students to sing along with the ACD and do the actions.

Activity Time (15 Minutes)
iGame: Put the Body Parts Back |

1. Draw a big body named “Giant” on the whiteboard without the body parts.

2. Tell the students they have to feed the Giant, so that the Giant will get all his missing

body parts.

3. The teacher (or ask the students) will roll the die and the numbers on the die which

represent the songs from Unit 1~6.

4. The students will have to sing the song of the unit with actions according to the number

shown on the die.

5. Once they have sung the song, then they can draw the missing parts for the Giant

according to the body parts they have sung.
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6. They have to keep on singing until they have put all the missing body parts back for the
Giant.

7. Have the students to give a “high-five” to each other and say: “Well-done!” or “Good
job!” as an encouragement.

% If the students roll same number, they still have to sing the song again although they
have already drawn the body parts back on the Giant.
