Warm-up/ Circle Time (15 Minutes)
1. Greet the students.
2. Review the conversation phrases:
Q: Where do you live? A: llive in Taipei.
3. Introduce different cities to the students with the maps.

Game: Look at the Map |

1. Postor draw a map of Taiwan on the whiteboard and mark out a few bigger cities
(i.e. Taipei, Kaohsiung, Taichung, Tainan and Taoyuan or Hsinchu) with clear and
big words.

Divide the students into 2 teams and each team will ask 1 student to come up.
The students will ask you: “Where do you live?” and you will point to 1 city.
The students will have to raise their hands, the fastest one will get to answer: “I live
in . according to the city you have pointed.
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If the student answers correctly, the team will win a point.

The team with highest points will win the game.

Clap or give a “thumbs up” gesture to the winner team. Also, ask the students to
give a “high-five” to each other and say: “Well-done!” or “Good try!” or “Keep
going!” as an encouragement.

9 Give encouragements for participation. Do remind the students not to be

arrogant but encourage and support each other.

Introduction of the Conversation (15 Minutes)

Draw a crying face on the board with 6~8 drops of tears.

Take flashcards of the vocabulary words of the body parts they have learned.

Show the students and review the words with the students.

Face all the cards down so the students cannot see what they are.

Ask 1 student to come up and ask him/her: “What do you have?”

The student will pick 1 flashcard and answer: “I| have .”according to the
flashcard he/she picked up.

Once the student has answered the question correctly, then they can wipe-off 1 drop
of the tear from the face.

Encourage the students to clap or give a “thumbs up” gesture once they have wiped
all the tears off the face and turned the face into a smiley face. Also, ask the
students to give a “high-five” to each other and say: “Well-done!” or “Good try!” or
“‘Keep going!” as an encouragement.
