Activity Time (15 Minutes)

Have all the students sit in a circle.

Use a fake apple and toss it to one student and ask him/her the question: “What do
you have?” Then the student who catches the apple will have to reply: “l have___.”

The student then will toss the apple to another student and ask the question. The
student who catches the apple has to say a different body part.

If the student drops the apple, he/she will be out. And the game keeps going until
you have one winner.

Reward the winner with some encouragements: stars/stickers/hugs/high-fives.

Do have to remind the students that they should TOSS the apple gently to others
NOT THROWING! Give encouragements for participation. Assist and
encourage some slow-learners to keep on trying and not to give-up!
