Time
1.5 hrs (80 minute lesson + 10 minute break time)

Warm-up/ Circle Time (20 Minutes)
1. Greet the students.
2. Review the conversation phrases:
Q: Is this yours? / Are these yours?
A: Yes, it is (mine)/they are (mine). / No, it’s not (mine)/they are not (mine).

Game: Yes and Run... |

1. Ask the students to sit in a circle.

2. Have 1 student volunteer and come up, then give him/her 1 item. He/She will go
around the circle and ask the question: “Is this yours?”

3. If a student answers: “Yes, it is (mine).” then everyone has to stand up and change
seats.

4. The one who did not get a seat will be the next one to ask the question.
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v Please make sure to remind the students SAFETY FIRST! No PUSHING when they

are getting a seat. Give encouragements for participation.
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Introduction of the Song (20 Minutes)
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Activity Time (15 Minutes)

Play the ACD and introduce the song to the students.
Play the song again and ask the students sing along together with the ACD.
Sing the song slowly, add in the actions and ask the students to sing and follow the

Clear the classroom and make space for the students to move around.

Choose 2 students to be “Freezers”.

Ask everyone to move around the classroom and sing the song and do the actions
while the teacher will also play the ACD of the song.

The teacher can pause the music, the 2 “Freezers” tag as many people as they can.
The students have been tagged must “FREEZE”. They can only unfreeze if another
untagged student touches them.

Continue the game until everyone is familiar with the song and the actions.

Change other students to be the “Freezers”.

@ Please make sure to remind the students SAFETY FIRST! No PUSHING and TAG

GENTLY at people. Give encouragements for participation.
