Game: Word Rolls |

1.
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Make 2 copies of the vocabulary words of body parts of the unit on strips of paper
and roll them up. Tie them with elastic bands.

Place 1 rolled paper each on the edge of 2 desks.

Divide the class into 2 teams.

1 student from a team to come up at a time and give each player a straw.

On the count of three, the players have to blow the rolls to the other end of the desk
with their straws.

If the rolls fall off the desk before reaching the end, the players have to pick up the
rolls and start over again.

The first player to blow their roll off the end of the desk unrolls it and read out the
word with the sentence patterns: “Thesearemy " and read it correctly gets a
point for the team.

The team with the highest points will be the winner. The members of the other team
would praise the winner team by giving every member a big high-five and say:
“Well-done!” or “Great job!” or “You’re awesome!”

The 2 students on either side of that student have been blown up and will be out of
the game.

5. Continue the game until there is only 1 student left. Make sure all the students sing
along with the ACD, including those who are out of the game.
