You might think you can fool around in college,
but you are wrong. Take Melissa for example. Melissa
is a model student. She has good grades, plays on the
school tennis team, tutors elementary students, and
is a member of the International Student Association.
However, in a few weeks she’ll take finals. If she fails,
she can’t graduate. Even the best students face pressure
during their final exams.

Students may feel a lot of anxiety around exam
time. A certain degree of test anxiety is normal and
may even help students prepare more effectively.
Too much anxiety, however, can affect performance
negatively. Students must try to find ways to reduce

their nervousness.

Students often also try to remember everything for
their tests the night before. Staying up late and trying to
cram as much as possible is another bad habit that hurts
more than it helps when it comes to taking tests. These
kinds of problems could potentially ruin your grade.

For example, with some multiple choice tests, it's quite
easy to lose track of the answers and make a simple, but
costly mistake. It's always important to be well-rested
and prepared while taking any exam.

Studying in a foreign country is a serious decision.
It can be a rewarding experience, but think carefully
about how it will fit into your long-term educational
and life plans.

Living in a new country and new culture might
affect you in ways you don’t expect. You may need to
make some readjustments when you return home. It's
also wise to think about how the move will impact you
and also your family.

Think about the cost of education, including
the cost of tuition, living expenses, books, and other
items. Tuition varies widely from school to school,
but it is almost always the biggest single cost that an
international student has to face. The sources of financial
aid available to international students are limited and
highly competitive. Do your homework and apply for as
many as possible.

It's likely that other countries won’t have food that
you are used to eating. Learn as much as you can about
the local cuisine and what you’ll be able to eat. It might
be difficult to find your favorite meal, so try to adjust
and find new stuff you would like. Also, you’ll need to
make sure you have everything before you leave since
you won't have the same kind of support as you did
back home.

Studying abroad is not for everyone, but if you
think you can immerse yourself in a foreign culture for a
year or more, the rewards are abundant.
