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In 1824, a 12-year-old boy was forced
to work in a factory. He covered pots of
black shoe polish’ with oiled paper, tying
them neatly, cutting the edges, and then
sticking labels” on the pots. For ten hours
a day, six days a week, this lonely task
repeated itself. He earned six shillings” a
week for two years. The young boy was
Charles Dickens, who would become one
of the greatest novelists of the Victorian
era.

Born in England, Charles Dickens
was always the talent among his seven
siblings.” His life was comfortable until
his father was sent to prison for debt, and
young Dickens was exposed” to the cruel
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world of child labor.” This difficult period
was never forgotten and would play a big
part in his writings.

Although he had little formal
education, Dickens worked as a law clerk
and journalist® for different newspapers.
In his 58 years, Dickens wrote 15 novels,
five novellas, and hundreds of short stories
and articles. He was loved in England,
and he also made two American book
tours. His most well-known works, such as
Oliver Twist, A Christmas Carol, and Great
Expectations, have been adapted® into TV
shows and movies.
