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Hairstyles

How do you describe someone’s hair? You
might say that it's long or short; straight or
curly. But if you want to be more specific,
there are several other ways to describe the
style, shape and look of hair.

A woman has bangs if the
hair at the front of the head
is cut short, just above her
eyebrows. If she has long hair,
she could tie it in a ponytail,
wear it in a bun, or braid it into
pigtails. Some people prefer
to part their hair in the center,
while others prefer to part it on

the side.

A man who has very short
hair, about 3/4 of an inch long
around the head, has a buzz cut,
a style that is typical for army
soldiers. The sixties rock group
the Beatles became famous for
their mop-top hairstyles, while
in the seventies, the mohawk
became a fashionable hairstyle
among young people who liked
punk music.
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
